Here is your chance to see the best and the brightest high school mock trial students in 

action as Pennsylvania hosts the 27th annual National Mock Trial Competition in 

Philadelphia. Volunteers are needed to serve as presiding judges, scoring jurors, bailiffs 

and more for trials scheduled on Friday, May 7, and Saturday, May 8.  

The competition involves nearly 50 championship mock trial teams from across the 

nation and around the world. Over the two-day period, each of these teams will 

participate in four rounds of trial competition before scoring panels. Each panel requires a 

minimum of 5 volunteers: one presiding judge, three scoring evaluators, and a court 

bailiff. Therefore, more than 500 judges, attorneys, law and justice professionals, and 

educators are needed to ensure the success of this year's tournament.

• If you have previous mock trial experience and are willing to serve as a judge or 

scoring evaluator, please complete this Judging Panel Volunteer Form and submit 

the form online (preferred method) OR print out the attached Judging Panel 

Volunteer Form and fax or mail it as instructed.  

• If you do not have previous experience judging mock trials, but would like to 

volunteer to help as a bailiff for one of the trials, a guide for our guests from out 

of town, or as one of the dozens of other positions that help the competition run 

smoothly, please complete this Non-Attorney Volunteer Form and submit the 

form online (preferred method) OR print out the attached Non-Attorney Volunteer 

Form and fax or mail it as instructed.  

The NHSMTC is the premiere national law-related academic tournament for high school 

students. Mock Trial programs give students an inside perspective on the legal system, 

providing them with an understanding of the mechanism our society chooses to resolve 

many of its disputes. Mock Trial programs help develop young citizens who can sustain 

and build our nation by making reasoned and informed commitments to democracy.
